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Abstract: Major advantige of Serbia over the other countriesin the region is Agreement
on free trade with Russian Federation, signed in August 2000. This is very reason for
many firms of the region to set thier production in Serbia in order to penetrate huge
Russian market. In the paper we briefly present historical aspects of mutual trade of
those two countries, characters of their economies, analyze importance of Free trade
zone and characteristics of their foreign trade. The paper consists introduction, two
parts, conclusion and reference literature. After the introduction, in the first part we
highlight characteristics of Serbian and Russian economies, similarities of cultures,
languages and cenutries-lasting friendship among Serbian and Russian nations, that is
imortant factor that influence economic co-operation. In the first part of the paper we
analyze Russian development model, that had changed significantly in last two decades
during the transition from planed to market economy. In the second part we discuss
Seria-Russian trade. Two decades ago Russian Federation had beed the most important
foreign trade partner of Serbia (with the surplus), while today despite of Free trade
agreement Serbian export to Russia covers only one quarter of overal Serbian export. In
this part we also discuss importance of Agreement on energy co-operation. In
conclusion we present expected results of Free trade agreement and Agreement on
energy co-operaion.

At the same time the results of thectiral reforms of
European labor markets have become apparent beoatise increased
intensity of employment, creation of secure jobsthe field of high
technology sectors that require high knowledge shgwhat transforms
into a knowledge-based economy.

Important structural weaknesses of the labor mameiained as
high unemployment among young people, significaffereences occur
because the age gap and the low employment ratdef workers.
Although progress has been achieved by the obgscind the European
Employment Strategy it is clear that structuralorefs and micro
economic policies agreed by the Board on econonricpalitical
leadership must continue to improve the economiactire in each
Member State, and also to increase employment.
Despite encouraging progress in 2001 not yet fliggrated its strategy
of each individual member of the European Union.
Very few countries have such national employmerdtagies that will
meet agreed targets in Lisbon and Stockholm arglose to achieving
them.

The objective of raising quality is associated witle supply of
labor market with workers while the quality of wasktaken into account
in a limited way.

Public progress in the process long-life employmentnew-
establishing police which a priority in Europeanid&m Strategy of long-
life learning in the period of 2001 up today is iempenting in the half
number of countries in European Union, but unfaately in the early
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stage. In this context, it exist disadvantage ofordmation and
communication with ministers.

To achieve this goal European Union as part ofitategy for
employment has made several decisions that need masrket to reduce
its weaknesses and what more to integrate immigtamd minorities, i.e.
(people coming from outside European Union), witle @oal-economic
development. Because of this the European Unioorbets members
have set more towards the principles that shouteag including:

* Providing access to better education, training assistance centers
(WhICh allow adaptation of immigrants in the newieonment of living)

To reduce discrimination in the workplace,
*  Determining  specificed needs of women immigrants
*  Promote businesses that are created by immigrants
* Promote the recognition and competitiveness ghér education need
to work abroad.

In this regard the European Union directs its mesibe@ develop
much more active and coordinated immigration poliElyese principles
have been adopted because of the poor situatioomofigrants and
minorities in the labor market compared with pessaho are residents of
the European Union. For example, the unemploynaetis twice higher
in these people and is 16% from 7% in Europeanss iEhespecially
apparent in people with university education whe ianmigrants, which
may be employed only in jobs that under-exploitirtheapabilities.

In this way,
together with a combination of information from daitbimarket programs
for the immigrants to form heterogeneous groupswairkers will
represent an important source of manpower that willbled rapid
economic development in the European Union.
But to accomplish all this requires flexibility fro Member States of the
European Union. In recognition of diplomas of @tiz who come from
outside the European Union, the organization of enocnterprises and
various types of job contracts. This can only sedcé a combination of
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security of workers in terms of staying in one jmmger period and
growth of the labor market.
Strategy of employment, European Union made i.einma
objectives, as:
= full employment. The Council wishes to achieve an overall
employment rate of 67 % in 2005 and 70 % in 2010, an
employment rate for women of 57 % in 2005 and 60 % in 2010,
and an employment rate of 50 % for older workers (55 to 64) in
2010;
= improving quality and productivity at work. This objective
encompasses a wide range of areas, in particular intrinsic quality
at work, skills, lifelong learning and career development, gender
equality, health and safety at work, flexibility and security,
inclusion and access to the labour market, work organisation and
work-life balance, social dialogue and worker involvement,
diversity and non-discrimination, and overall work performance;
= strengthening social cohesion and inclusion. In the framework of
the open method of coordination, national employment policies
should promote access to employment for all women and men;
combat discrimination on the labour market and prevent the
exclusion of people from the world of work.
In order to achieve the overarching objectives,Gbencil invites
the Member States to implement structural reforamprising:
= active and preventative measures for the unemployed and
inactive;
= job creation and entrepreneurship;
= promotion of adaptability and mobility, social dialogue and
corporate social responsibility;
= promotion of the development of human capital, education and
lifelong learning;
promotion of active ageing;
promotion of gender equality by reducing gender gaps,
integration of and combating discrimination;
tax and financial incentives to enhance work attractiveness;
transformation of undeclared work into regular employment;
addressing regional employment disparities.

But, there are a lot of structural weaknesses. As raain
structural weaknesses remained in the fields ofh higvels of
unemployment of young people, main differences he differences
between age gap the insufficient number of jobsi\gpaireated in the
services sector, even though this is by far thetnmogortant in terms of
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employment, significant regional imbalances, pattddy since

enlargement in 2004, a high rate of long-term urleyment, labour

supply does not match demand, which is quite dftercase in periods of
economic recovery, a shortage of women particigaim the labour

market, problems with immigration and minoritiesdatow level of

employment of older people.

Next problem is no-recognizing of diplomas whichinga in
country in the abroad. For example, if you havedgeded economist
from Republic of Macedonia, he can't find job irethny country in the
European Union as an economist, because first st pass some exams
(in the area of economy) and than government is ¢buntry recognize
his diploma. About this problem, European Uniongasis recognizing of
these diplomas?! Only on this way, with combinedirdbrmation of
market labor and programmes about needs of imnigrean making
heterogeneous groups of workers who will make wengyortant resource
of working force who facilitate economical develogmh of European
Union.

But, if European Union wants to make this, it mbst more
flexible by countries of European Union, and:

= investigate when it is needed, assessment of standard agreement
with aimto provide attractively of employers and workers;

= auditing of roles of others forms of agreement which provide more
options;

= providing of security of workersin all forms of agreements,

= removing of all obstacles in the agreement and developing of
temporally working agencies who will be more efficiency and
effectiveness,

= promotion of flexible working time;

All these rules providing increase opportunitiestoploy in the
European Union.

Because flexibility is important for both employensd employees
also need social partners (non-EU members) is Bapes
The principles of the European Union which requiremmber states and
their partners to:

Explore, where appropriate, assessment of standamntracts in
order to ensure the attractiveness of employerseanuoyees

- Review the role of other forms of contracts that provide more

options for both employers and employees depending on their

needs,

- Provide adequate security for workers in all forms of contracts,

- Removing the obstacles in the development of contracts and

temporary employment agencies that would be attractive and
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effective mediator in the labor market by offering reliable job
opportunities and higher labor standards,
- Promotion of flexible working hours as a tool for modernizing the
firm,

- Adaptation of social systems podrchka mobility of the labor
market.

All these principles were adopted by the Europeaiok) aim to
increase employment opportunities in the Europeaioty and thus have
benefits as employees and companies and counties.flexibility of
working conditions depends on a number of factoctuding the way the
company is organized, working hours, method of wWdatlng wages,
opportunities for different types of engagementsd amthers.
Resistance to automatically increase leads to asexa insecurity among
workers and prejudices. The flexibility is not oniyportant for
employers because workers today need flexible wgrkhours and
modern organized enterprises which will enable #imultaneous
combination of work and family care, time to upgrdbeir education and
ability to meet its needs.

This opens space for negotiation at the enterjpeigs, ie industry
allowing beneficial common solutions that will remeothe old style of
working of the enterprise.

While the flexibility of the labor market is impartt to promote
new forms of labor security. Safety today in thieolamarket is keeping
the job that will last a lifetime, but in buildingnd preserving people's
ability to survive and prosper in the labor marlédt.this is related to the
level of wages, access to opportunities for lifgldmarning (upgrading of
individual skills), working conditions, protectidrom discrimination and
unfair dismissal, support in case of loss of emplegt and the right to
fluctuations associated with the social rights whertransfer from one
company to another.

All this implies by the European Union to promotawnbusinesses
and to maximize the creation of new jobs and thwmsathieve the
milestone of 15 million jobs by 2010 needed to aechithe Lisbon
objectives.

The percentage of the workforce in the labor matkat actively
starts a new kind of business owner / manager ecudg some kind of
entrepreneurial activities in different EU courdgriand those differences
are large. Thus, this percentage ranges in BelgindhFrance are around
3% while in Ireland 9.1%, while in the U.S. it i6.5%. The main reason
for coming to such differences between the Europdaion and the
United States considers that the U.S. entreprehguase often seen as an
opportunity for career progress, unlike the Europe&nion.
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To achieve the Lisbon goals EU should create aatémin which
entrepreneurs will have the benefit of allowingnth® make investments
profitable businesses. In this direction and mazing the creation of
new jobs is only possible if wage costs, taxes athgr costs remain
friendly.

Besides all these principles is necessary and lofadilitate the
establishment of private enterprises. Thus in 2D0Great Britain are
required 7 days in Ireland 8, unlike Belgium whéhnes process takes
place over 30 days. But there are also differeiceake cost of actually
establishing where in Denmark are minimal, and usthia, Greece more
than 1500 euros and is highest in Spain and ltaly.
In order to improve the business climate to foltercreation of new jobs
many countries of the European Union through thacation of its
students are trying to do this through various $ypleprograms.

Abstract: The annual plan for financing the functions and the obligations of the Republic
of Macedonia, the units of local government and the funds, and which consists of an
annual appraisal of the revenues and the expenditures as purposed is called a basic
budget.

The budget is being prepared at an annual level, which means each next year a new one
is prepared. In order to determine whether the budget has met some basic requirements,
that is, whether it has been: efficient, effective, legal and purpose-used, consistent etc.,
each year the State Audit Office performs financial audit, success audit and audit of the
regularity.

After the performed audit, the conclusions of the conducted audit are sent to the Ministry
of Finance, in written form, where they are explained in detail and, if necessary,
appropriate recommendations are provided.

From the performed audit, reports were prepared for: the system of internal controlsin
the procedure of the planning of the Budget of the Republic of Macedonia and the
financial reports of the Budget of the Republic of Macedonia for the year preceding the
year, subject to revision.

If we make an analysis of the results of the conducted audits of the Budget of the
Republic of Macedonia we could realize: whether the recommendations provided in the
final report for the system of internal controlsin the procedure of planning the budget of
the Republic of Macedonia are conducted, whether there are controls that will ensure
legality, completeness, accuracy and timeliness in the process of collecting the source
revenues of the Budget of the Republic of Macedonia, whether the control procedures
are functioning efficiently and properly, in relation to the prevention or the detection of
errorsin the process of the Budget execution, whether the financial report expresses the
result of the financial activities truthfully and objectively, in accordance with the applied
legidation.

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Basic budget is an annual plan of revenues and atflews and
appropriations with the budget in order to fund iasic functions of the
budget users. The introduction and the charge @fpthblic revenues is
done in order to fund the functions of the couratng other public legal
entities, related to the contentment of the pugbods and services. But
the realization of the public revenues must be daithin a planning
process, taking into consideration the actual nmateossibilities of the
national economy, the feedback effects of the puldvenues, and also
the level of offer of various goods and servicescWwimeed to be provided
through the public sector.

The funding of the public goods and services alsguires a
certain formal and material order. Such order iae gublic funding is
provided with the budget, where the public reveraras expenditures are
connected in a single harmonious totality. Only the basis of such
arranged relations in the financial activity, a ukeg and continuous
fulfillment of the country functions is possibles well as contentment of
the public goods and services. And the process wifdihg the
expenditures and revenue performance and contehiohguublic goods
and services is called budgeting.

The term "budget" has English origin (budget), andjinated
from the Latin word “bugle”, which means leathergbim which the
Minister of Finance carried the proposal of the geicto the Parliament
for approval.

The budget is an act of the legislative body (tlagli@ment) in
which the revenues and the expenditures of thetopame planned and
are approved in advance, or of any other publiallegdy which will be
performed for a specified future period, usually gear.

On the basis of this definition, the following elems of the
budget can be determinéed:

1. The budget is an act of the Parliament (the bbg, as a
legislative body. With the adoption of the budggtthe legislature, a
legal basis for the public (state) funding is ceeathat is, for the charge
of the revenues and enforcement of the expenditures

2. The revenues and the expenditures projectedapprbved in
the budget are shown in figures, according to tlmsttutional
classification. On one side of the budget the raesnare presented,

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according to the sources and the specific typesoafces in which they
will be charged. On the other side, the expendituaee presented,
according to the purpose and the state authontigsh will perform
them.

3. The budget, as a plan of the revenues to b&zedabnd the
expenses to be performed, in general is preparedl fiture period of one
year. For this reason, the budget is adopted bdfmeyear in question
begins.

The definition of terms is very important and neszeyg since in
this way we can dive deeper into the essence ofgshiWhat is the
subject, objective and purpose of each controbislégtermine whether
certain actions are justified and whether theyssatthe determined
criteria.

There are few things that the budget needs to arekfulfill, such
as: thriftiness, efficiency, effectiveness, thefislvand the earmarked use
of funds from the budget.

The thriftiness means the accomplishment of anyctfan or
activity with the least possible costs;

Efficiency means the lowest possible level of casimpared to
the realized effects;

Effectiveness means the highest possible levetodraplishment
of program effects;

The lawful use of funds is the use of funds avéddb the entity
audited in accordance with the laws, bylaws anernal regulations;

The earmarked use of funds is the use of fundsadnrdance with
the purpose specified in the budget, that is, thantial plan of the
audited entity?

Audit of compliance / regularity is the proceduredetermining
and assessing the compliance of the operationeoélity with the laws,
bylaws and internal regulations;

Audit of success is an assessment of the thriiinefficiency and
effectiveness of the operations and the use ofdunda defined area of
activities or programs;

The financial audit is to verify the accuracy ahd tompleteness
of the accounting records and financial statements;

The State Audit Office (SAO) was established byaah of the
Parliament of the Republic of Macedonia and theteStaudit Act
(enacted in 1997), that is, with its amendments 2003 and 2004).

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According to the Law on State Audit, the OState i\@ffice is an audit
institution.

The practical operation of the SAO began in théyekd99 with 9
employees who were taken from the Directorate adnemic and
financial audit in the former institution - Paymedperations Bureadl.

For each year, huge efforts are made in orderdpgre an annual
work program for the operations of the Office.

The SAO operates according to an appropriate metbgy for
audit of the subjects from different areas, inahgdaudit of budget as
well.

The State Audit Office is an autonomous and inddpeh
institution and it should provide reliable and reté¢ data on the legal and
earmarked spending of budget funds.

Some of the many tasks of the State Audit Officd directly
related to the budget of the Republic of Macedamégiven below. They
are:

- Identification of legal and earmarked executidntloe state
budget, the budgets of the Ilocal government authsri (the
municipalities) and the budgets of the funds eghbd by the Assembly
of the Republic of Macedonia, to their users arghging units, the extra-
budgetary accounts and to the quality of the uskids in terms of the
thriftiness, efficiency and effectiveness;

- Identification of legal and earmarked executidrth® financial
plans of the public enterprises and the enterprigesre the state is the
dominant shareholder, the institutions establishgdaw, agencies and
other institutions which are users of public furalsd the successful
operation;

- Evaluation of the accomplishment of the functioof the
National Bank of Macedonia, and the relations \ilid state budget;

- ldentification of the legal, earmarked and susfids
implementation of the financial assets which theukdic of Macedonia
receives from the countries of the European Unite, international
financial institutions and other international dosio

- Identification of the legal funding and financigerations of the
political parties which are financed from State ¢petdof RM,;

- Evaluation of the financial performance of thélpaiinstitutions;

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- Surveillance and control of the administered pthoes for

The audit of the basic budget of the Republic ot&thonia should
provide the auditor to obtain with a reasonablei@sse whether:

- the procedure of planning, decision and perforceanf the
Budget of the Republic of Macedonia is conductedaimanner that
provides the planned funding to reflect the striategeds of the budget
users,

- the established record and the coordination betwéhe
institutions will ensure completeness, accuracy &énliness in the
planning and collecting of the tax and the cap#akenues of the Budget
of the Republic of Macedonia and the control proced operate
efficiently and correctly to prevent or detect esrin the functioning of
the treasury and records.

An audit of the regularity of the Basic Budget bé tRepublic of
Macedonia for 2010 has been conducted by the Stati Office >

The implementation of the recommendations madehé Rinal
Report of the authorized state auditor for 2009 wagered with the
audit, and it is determined that from the ten giveeommendations, four
are in the phase of implementation, three have pasdially implemented
and three have not been implemented.

The auditors have expressed their opinion withsame opinion
on the process of planning of the Budget of theuRép of Macedonia
and the alignment with the strategic plans of thddget users, as well as
for the completeness, accuracy and timelinessarctlection of the tax
and capital revenues of the Budget of the RepubiMacedonia.

The audit concluded that there are deviations ef phojected
deadlines in the phases of preparation of the Budfjthe Republic of
Macedonia, incompleteness of part of the budgetuldrs and
misalignment of the budgetary requirements with rtteximum amounts
determined by the Government of the Republic of &dania.

The audit recommends to all participants in thecess of
planning the Budget of the Republic of Macedoniactrry out their
activities within the statutory determined limitand provisions for
determining responsibility should be projectedhia Budget Law in case
of their neglect.

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The audit also recommends to the line ministrieake measures
to establish a full and complete record of the dneg are in charge with
(which is not the case), for the complete monitpriof the revenue
collection, as well as takeover of measures fduifaito act in accordance
with the concluded contracts and their termination.

An audit of the regularity of the Basic Budget bétRepublic of
Macedonia for 2009 has also been conducted.

The findings were: acting according to the recomaia¢ion of the
audit report from 2008 regarding the alignment lté budget requests,
partly acting according to the recommendationstirgjato the timeliness
of the budget process, planning of the budgetabtidget users and the
system of payment of salaries, while the recommigma® concerning the
non-tax revenues - concessions, the use of fundsafutal expenditures
and the employment system are not implemented.

An opinion has been expressed with a reserve apiabmut the
process of planning the Budget of the Republic cdichtlonia and
alignment with the strategic plans of the budgeersis since the
participants in the budget process do not respectitne limits stipulated
in the Law on Budgets and the budget requirememtsod reflect the true
strategic needs.

An opinion has been expressed with a reserve apiabmut the
process of collecting the source revenues of thigBuof the Republic of
Macedonia. In terms of revenue charge, the auditloded that activities
for the tax revenues have been undertaken whichiriboted to
improving the process of collection of revenueg,thare are weaknesses
in the system of collection of non-tax revenues.

For the charge of the revenues on the basis ofessiuns in the
Ministry of Finance there is no updated registecaficluded agreements
for concessions with timely, complete and authatidata. The ministries
— grantors of concession do not respect the olbigatnd did not deliver
data on the concluded agreements.

The following is the matter of interest of the penied audit of
the Budget of the Republic of Macedonia for 2008:

- planning of the Budget of the Republic of Macedon

- collection of source revenues of the Budget @&f Republic of
Macedonia;

- performance of the Budget of the Republic of Mbmea - the
functioning of the Treasury,

- the financial report on revenues and expenditofethe Basic
budget - funded by source revenues determined enBidget of the
Republic of Macedonia.
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The purpose of the audit is to determine:

- whether the procedure of planning, deciding axetetion of the
Budget of the Republic of Macedonia is conductedaimanner that
provides for the planned funding to reflect thel re@eds of the budget
users;

- whether there are controls which will ensure lidga
completeness, accuracy and timeliness in the psocésollecting the
source revenues of the Budget of the Republic afddania;

- whether the control procedures operate efficjeatld correctly
in the prevention or detection of errors in thegass of functioning of the
Treasury;,

- whether the financial report objectively and tfutly expresses
the result of the financial activities in accordanwith the applied
legislation.

In the ende, recommendations are given. These are:

- For better allocation of the budgetary resouroggrcoming the
traditional budgeting and replacing it with perf@amece budgeting, the
audit suggests the need to strengthen the adnaitivgtr and the
institutional capacity necessary to introduce thewnconcept of
budgeting, thus the planning of the budget accgrdinactivities should
be based on specific measurable outcomes and sffecbe achieved
through the planned activities.

- To establish control by the state administratathorities for the
full and timely realization of revenue from sale administrative and
judicial tax stamps.

- To examine the effect of the application and jtisification of
the existence of the article in the Law on the idgerformance which
refers to the percentage binding of using the ah@ssets within the
legally prescribed time limit.

All the above listed recommendations arise fromeuasined
irregularities and are listed in order to overcothese obstacles and
weaknessed.

The audit of the budget for 2007 is being maderdeoto check:

- the implementation of the given recommendatianshie final
report on the system of internal controls in thecgss of planning of the
Budget of the Republic of Macedonia;

- the system of internal controls in the processatiecting source
revenues of the Budget of the Republic of Macedonia

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- the system of internal controls in the proceduir@erformance

- the financial report on revenues and expenditofethe Basic
budget-financed with source revenues specifiedhimm Budget of the
Republic of Macedonia.

The audit was performed in accordance with the d&tads for
State Audit of the International Organization ofe tisupreme Audit
Institutions (INTOSAI) which are ordered in the Répc of Macedonia
during the performance of the state audit.

These standards require the audit to be plannedoeemhred in
order to obtain reasonable assurance whether:

- the effects of the previous audits are monitotkdt is, whether
the process of planning of the Budget of the Rapulil Macedonia is
aligned with the strategic plans of the budget siserd the budgetary
policy,

- the process of collecting source revenues provadenpleteness
and timeliness in their charge,

- The process of budget execution is aligned with planned
funds in monthly plans.

The audit also includes an assessment of the Hajabf the
internal controls which ensure the prevention deckon of errors in the
process of planning and performance of the Budfehe Republic of
Macedonia.

As with the other audits, during the audit of thedget for 2007
some additional recommendations are provided, whutkourse, are not
fully implemented.

Analyzing the budget audits which are conductedyeyear, we
can conclude that every year the same things peated.

The Audit Bureau conducts the research and pro\agesopriate
messages which are repeated for years and nothidgne in terms of
their improvement or removal.

What was stated above also applies to the budgediore for
2006.

The audits performed by the State Audit Office havacluded
irregularities in every organ, numerous weaknegsedmost all cases. It
is possible that a very small number of exceptierists at the small
budget users.
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A documentation why the money was spent is missingome
places. Often these money are spend irresponsitdppropriately and
ineffectively, without transparency and accounigbivhere they ended.
The law on public procurement or procedures andctiteria are not
respected.

What is a concerning is that the authorities of peesecution do
not take timely action to determine the respongbibn the public
procurement, or they do that selectively.

In the fourth quarter of 2010, the value of the actoded direct
contracts is 26, 3 million Euros, which is 3, 4Imit Euros more than in
2009. Instead of reduction, an increase has begsteecd in the observed
announcement. The law accurately predicts in whiases direct
contracts can be concluded, without notice. Howethmre are examples
where this is not respected and the threshold méted in the law is
surpassed. The observations conducted in thes2-agears show that it
is becoming a frequent practice to conclude dicecttracts without the
announcement.
